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  is Thailand ’s most popula r Na tiona l Pa rk, designa ted  in June 1975, as 
Tha iland ’s 12th Na tiona l Park.  It c overs an a rea  of 550 squa re kilometers of high mounta ins and  
a ttrac tive va lleys. 
 
The eastern mounta ins were shea r limestone c liffs.  These mounta ins p rotec t the park from the 
eastern monsoon resulting in a  low average ra infa ll.  The ma in fea ture of the Park is the stunning  
Erawan wa terfa ll c rea ted  by a  p rofusion of sma ll streams joining together before tumbling  down the 
p rec ip itous c liffs. 
 
Dec iduous forest c overs the park with Pteroc a rpus mac roc arpus, Hopea adora ta , Afzelia  xyloc a rpa  
and Spondias p inna ta  being some of the dominant tree spec ies.  There a re a lso d ip teroc a rp , d ry 
everg reen and  bamboo forests.  Wild life surveys of mammals, rep tiles, b irds and  amphib ians have 
been c a rried out.  If luc ky, one may c a tch a glimpse of elephants, g ibbons, the Siamese ha re, flying  
squirrels, eagles, white-eyes, king c obras or pythons.  Fish, c rabs and  insec ts a re abundant in the 
many streams. 
 

It is 
surrounded  by beautiful forest with many types of trees and  orc hids.  The 7th level is the top  of 
wa terfa ll.  The c limb is well worth the effort, for the sight of tumbling wa ter, sp raying off the boulders 
into the deep pool below.  This fa ll resembles the head  of the Erawan Elephant – the 3-headed 
elephant from Hindu Mythology – whic h g ives the whole wa terfa ll its name.
