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was established in 1981 and it is currently the largest
National Park in Thailand near the province of Phetchaburi. The park HQ isabout 4 hours drive from
Bangkok. The highlights for trekking in the park are the majestic Kaeng Krachan Lake and the Khao
Panoen Thung mountain which is 1207m above sea level. On the mountain top, grassand and
evergreensforest make a good camping spot, with cool temperature all year round. The view from
the top includesa beautiful panorama of green forest, mountains, sunrisesand sunsets, and the “sea
of fog” formed when mists fill the valleys in the early moming. At the mountain top, the entire
mountain range that runs from the north to the south which separate Thailand and Myanmar is
clearly visible.

Another highlight isthe Thonthip Waterfall about 1 day trekking from Khao Panoen Thung mountain.
The waterfall marks the end of the trek where trekkers can have a cool dip in the waterfall before
hopping onto a 4x4 landrover back to the park HQ.

The parkiscomposed of two major watershedsand a large evergreen forest. About half of the area
drainsto Phetburi River, which flowsto Kaeng Krachan Dam and the southern half of the park drains
to the Pranburi River.

Humidity remains high throughout the year, with heavy rain during the rainy season and cool
weatherformuch of the year. The steep forested areasof the park are more humid than the young
forest and cleared lands in the lower elevation. Seep climb on the first moming is followed by
relatively level afternoon and second morning. There is a steep descent to the second nights
campsite and a third day hassome steep sections. There are two major river crossings, a number of
tree fallsto climb overand the vegetation isoften quite low so you willneed to bend over.

Kaeng Krachan National Park is heaven for birdwatching. Many rare species are found in this
lowland to montane habitats. The most wanted bird isthe Ratchet-tailed Treepie.
